The 2018/19 allocations of Probation Officers to YOTs has caused oy
widespread concerns among members. Around 20 YOTSs are querying @’
the statistical basis of the results, and at least one region is raising
concerns at senior levels.

Among other issues, for counting purposes NPS has only used one disposal
per person per year, which does not reflect the statutory caseload involved and is
contrary of the NPS Framework Partnership Document in relation to YOTSs -
resources section 5.1: which specifies the formula should be based on caseload and
also incorporate additional duties.

We are also challengingt he YJB' s count of caseload due
of diversion programmes where there is no criminal justice substantive outcome,

whereby YOTSs actively diverting young people have a NPS resource allocation

reduction thus potentially undermining the diversionary activity. If the YJB were to

factor in such programmes, the returns would look very different for many YOTs and

would not disincentive the use of diversionary programmes by removal of resources.

The NHS has an FGM Prevention Programme which provides a
national picture of the prevalence of FGM in England. They publish
quarterly data.

The latest report shows that of those with FGM seen by the NHS,
the vast majority of women and children had FGM carried out as
children, with 87% being under 18 at the time, of which 98% were
between 10 and 17. Most FGM took place abroad, although 3%
was carried out in the UK.
